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Camp Fire USA Central Ohio Council was founded in 1913 and is affiliated with Camp Fire USA.   Camp Fire USA, formerly called Camp Fire Girls, was founded in 1910 as America's first nonsectarian, interracial organization for girls and in 1975 expanded services to include boys. Camp Fire’s mission is to build caring, confident youth and future leaders. The mission is achieved through delivering evidence-based programming in Camp Fire Clubs, before and after school educational programs (Camp Fire Kids), and our camps

The Central Ohio Council sponsors two resident camps and one day camp. Our two resident camps are held at Camp Wyandot which is a 125 acre camp founded by the council in 1928 and running continuously every summer since then.  Camp Wyandot is located in the midst of the Clear Creek State Nature Preserve within the Hocking Hills area of southern Ohio. 
The council sponsors a resident camp, also called Camp Wyandot, during the summer.  It is a fun, educational, and nurturing place where all children ages 8-18, no matter their backgrounds, are welcomed. As evidenced by a returning camper rate of about 60%, which is higher than the national average, youth enjoy and benefit from the camp experience. 

Also located at Camp Wyandot, the council sponsors Camp Atagahi, this is a special resident camp for children who have experienced the death of someone close to them. The children, over 95% of whom are low income, are assisted in learning they are not alone in adjusting to life without a loved one. Licensed therapists are on staff during this camp in addition to the regular camp staff and volunteers.  

Our day camp, Camp Otonwe, is located at Highbanks Metro Park.  We operate nine weeks during the summer vacation and welcome children grades 1 to 9.
